Street, Worcester on Wednesday, March 10, Thursday, March 11,  
       Friday, March 12, or Saturday, March 13 from 1:00 to 4:00 pm. 
• Limited to first 65 members with space available for installations on a “first 

come” basis. 
• Work must be new and not previously exhibited at ARTSWorcester. 
• If the work is inspired by, but not physically incorporating the found object, 

members are invited to bring object in to be exhibited with submitted work. 
 
LOAN AGREEMENT:  ARTSWorcester will provide a loan agreement to all 
artists participating in the exhibition.

• We welcome artwork that has been completed within the past 2 years, not 

previously exhibited at ARTSWorcester, and not from a kit.   
• Must be an ARTSWorcester member – Membership is $35 a year. 
• Work must be framed and wired for hanging.  
• Limited to first 65 members – one work per member. 
• Sales are encouraged. A 40% commission will be deducted from all sales 

to benefit ARTSWorcester. 
• Limited installation space is available on a “first come” basis.  
• 3-D size limited to 40 lbs., 2-D size limited to 4 feet in any direction. 
• Liability:  ARTSWorcester insures all work against loss or damage at 

60% of its value.  Work will not be accepted without a declared value.  
AW will exercise due care in handling all submitted work.  Accepted works 
must remain until the close of the exhibition. Artists are responsible for 
delivery of the work and en-route insurance to and from ARTSWorcester. 

• The bottom portion of this Intent to Submit Form must be SIGNED,        
COMPLETED & RECEIVED no later than February 20, 2010 along with 
a current resume and brief artist statement. 

• Membership Fee is NON-refundable
